DHCR Announces 

Funds Availability  
 DHCR has announced the avail-

ability of $29 million in state and 

federal tax credits and $63 million in 

funding anticipated to be awarded 

next year.  These resources will help 

to preserve, develop and create af-

fordable housing opportunities for 

low and moderate-income residents 

and persons with special needs. 

 Subject to appropriations, avail-

ability of funding for individual pro-

grams is expected to be: 

$34 million for the HOME program; 

$29 million through the Housing 

Trust Fund Program.

website, http://nysdhcr.gov. 

 Applications for HOME and 

Housing Trust Fund site-specific pro-

ject funding (except for those ac-

cepted on a continuous basis) must be 

received by the Housing Trust Fund 

Corporation by 5 p.m. Wednesday, 

February 10, 2010. 

 LIHC applications must be re-

ceived by DHCR by 5 p.m. February 

10, 2010, also.  Applications request-

ing SLIHC only will be accepted 

continuously until further notice.

 To participate in certain federal 

community development and housing 

programs, the State of New York 

must prepare a 5-year Consolidated 

plan and an annual Action Plan and 

provide opportunities for citizens to 

participate in its development.  As 

part of this process, the state will 

conduct public hearings to obtain the 

views of citizens, public agencies, 

local governments, and other inter-

ested parties on the housing and non-

housing community development 

needs of the State before a draft Con-

solidated Plan for 2011-2015 and a 

draft annual Action Plan for 2011 are 

prepared. 

 The public is encouraged to offer 

oral and/or written comments at pub-

lic hearings on January 12 and 13, 

2010, from 9 ï10 a.m. and from 2ð3 

p.m. at all DHCR Regional Offices.
