Revitalization via Cultural Assets

Recognizing your community’s cultural assets
is a critical component of understanding how
best to move forward with plans for develop-
ment and revitalization. Cultural assets,
whether in the form of an afterschool arts pro-
gram or an ethnic heritage celebration, are an
important component of the overall character
and strengths of a community. They can be
leveraged to achieve economic development,
neighborhood revitalization, educational and
quality of life goals.

Partners for Livable Communities, a Washing-
ton DC-based organization, notes that invest-
ments in cultural assets yield economic, social,
human and physical infrastructure benefits.
Cultural events and programming foster a sense
of shared identity and common purpose among
community residents. Parades, festivals and
cultural events not only help preserve important
knowledge and traditions within a group, but
they also educate the larger community about
cultural differences and similarities. Changing
demographics in many urban areas mean that
community-based organizations have to bridge
differences in languages, culture, and religion
in order to build strong, healthy neighborhoods
with engaged residents. By identifying and

celebrating important cultural traditions, com-
munity leaders can encourage a sense of pride
and ownership in their neighborhoods.

An emphasis on culture and the arts can iden-
tify new strengths and opportunities for com-
munity development that would otherwise have
gone overlooked. The preservation of impor-
tant cultural sites and promotion of traditional
cultural events can boost tourism and economic
development. An emphasis on cultural craft
and artisan work can support the development
of a creative industry with new employment
opportunities. Innovative solutions such as
storefront art exhibits, which utilize vacant
storefronts for art display, serve the dual pur-
pose of promoting the arts and revitalizing
commercial corridors.

As increased pressure is placed on cities and
neighborhoods to develop, revitalize and move
towards sustainability, communities must adapt
new and innovative strategies for change. Cul-
tural and arts-based initiatives can create posi-
tive outcomes for low-income communities and
leverage additional resources for community
development. =

Succession Planning

How would your organization function if your current Executive
Director was suddenly no longer able to serve? Whether they
are retiring, resigning, or running off to Bermuda for 3 months
for a much needed sabbatical, the organization needs to be
prepared.

How would you prepare staff and leadership for that process?
1. Succession Planning—

A. Getdocuments in place and organized. Is there a
clear approach to retrieving important organizational files/
documents such as Bylaws, Audits/Tax Returns, Leases,
contracts, grant files, etc? Prepare a reporting calendar.

B. Communication strategies. Establish communication
strategies for funders and donors, ensure that staff and
Board members know what to do. Draft a plan to be imple-
mented in the event of an emergency succession (who
gets notified and how). Outline important procedures.

C. Legacy. If the exiting director has been the leader
for a long time, consider legacy planning and honor their
contributions. (How to do that? Consider fundraising op-
portunity possibilities-scholarships, honorary designations,
etc)

2.  Preparation— Clarify transition leadership (especially if the
leader has given sufficient notice), establish who will be
responsible for hiring process, and define interim roles.

3. Recruit & hire— search & select the next leader.

4. Thrive— post hire. Leadership transition can be a time to
foster positive energy, plan, and create new ideas. Pro
vide support to the new leader.

Adelante of Suffolk

Since the 1950s, when Brentwood became a gateway community
for Puerto Ricans, thousands of immigrants from El Salvador, the
Dominican Republic and other Spanish-speaking countries have
made the hamlet their home, too.

In 1966, a group of local Hispanic citizens realized a need for a
stronger cultural presence. Adelante of Suffolk County, Inc. was
born. What began as a civic and social organization quickly grew
into what Adelante has become today: an active provider of vital
services to community seniors, youth and persons with special
needs. Even after decades of dedication, the work has only just be-
gun.

Nearly 80,000 Puerto Ricans live in Nassau and Suffolk counties,
according to the 2006-2008 Census estimates.

Recognizing art and culture as a bridge for community members,
and for fostering a sense of pride within the neighborhood, Ade-
lante has sponsored and organized a number of cultural activities .

Puerto Rican/Hispanic Day Parade

Adelante’s first parade was in 1966. Since then it has become the
largest parade on Long Island, one of the largest in New York State
outside of New York City. Each year the parade is held on the first
Saturday in June. The parade is continually growing, exceeding
over 2,000 participants, and an estimate of 75,000 spectators.
Adelante is proud to continue the tradition of sponsoring this
positive event, where the Hispanic community throughout the Is-
land comes to celebrate its common and unique heritage.

Fifth Avenue throbs with the blaring horns of classic 1970s-era

salsa and a contemporary rendition of a traditional Puerto Rican
musical form known as the decima by artist Juan Carlos: "I repre-
sent my flag, from Puerto Rico, and I do so with pride," he sang
from one of the floats that coasted down the avenue. Hispanic in-
fluence is felt as well, in the familiar trill of the Dominican bachata
rhythm pumping from car speakers and in the Peruvian contin-
gent clad in indigenous dress, among others.

SUFFOLK COUNTY HOME ENERGY AUDIT

The Suffolk County Legislature passed a bill that
establishes standards, training and certification
requirements for home energy auditors. Largely
based upon the recommendations contained in a
green paper by the Sustainability Institute at
Molloy College released in June of this year, the
law would require any company advertising or pro-
viding home energy audits be registered with Suf-
folk County Department of Consumer Affairs and
have staff properly certified to perform energy au-
dits by the industry-recognized Building Perform-
ance Institute (BPI) or the equivalent. =

TAX RELIEF, UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE
REAUTHORIZATION, AND JOB CREATION ACT
OF 2010

President Obama extended current tax rates for all
income levels, extended unemployment insurance
benefits and temporarily reduce Social Security
taxes. The law also includes a one year extension
through 2011 of the Section 1603 grant in lieu of
energy tax credit program, and a two year exten-
sion through 2011 of the new markets tax credit
(NMTC) at a level of $3.5 billion each year. The
NMTC is an important community and economic
development tool that has raised more than $19
billion in private capital for grocery stores, schools,
commercial real estate and other projects in low-
income communities. The law did NOT include
funding for the National Housing Trust Fund. =

CRA CHANGES

The federal bank and thrift regulatory agencies
announced changes to Community Reinvestment
Act (CRA) regulations to support stabilization of
communities affected by high foreclosure levels.

The final rule encourages depository institutions to
support eligible development activities in areas
designated under the Neighborhood Stabilization
Program (NSP) administered by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

Under the NSP, HUD has provided funds to state
and local governments and nonprofit organizations
for the purchase and redevelopment of abandoned
and foreclosed properties. The new rule encour-
ages depository institutions to make loans and
investments, and provide services to support NSP
activities in areas with HUD-approved plans.

The CRA is a 1977 law intended to encourage in-
sured banks and thrifts to meet local credit needs,
including those of low- and moderate-income
neighborhoods, consistent with safe and sound
operations.

REENTRY HOUSING OPTIONS

When individuals are released from prison or jail,
the ability to access safe and secure housing
within the community is crucial to their successful
reentry. According to Reentry Housing Options:

The Pol i cy ma kstadies dlaveGshawd e |,

that the first month after release is a vulnerable
period “during which the risk of becoming home-
less and/or returning to criminal justice involve-
ment is high.” Yet, in most jurisdictions to which
individuals return after incarceration, accessible
and affordable housing is in exceedingly short

supply.

Additional challenges unique to people with a
criminal history make it even more difficult for
them to obtain suitable housing. For instance,
private-market rental housing is closed to many
individuals transitioning from prison or jail either
because they lack sufficient funds for move-in
costs or because landlords are unwilling to rent to
people with criminal records. Likewise, public
housing often keeps out those with a history of
criminal activity, based on limited federal exclu-
sions and the generally much broader local re-
strictions. Even when people who have been in
prison or jail are not excluded systematically and
receive financial assistance, affordable units are
frequently so scarce relative to need that the op-
tions are, effectively, unavailable. And although
many people leaving prison or jail would like to
live with family or friends, those households may
be unable or unwilling to receive them. Therefore,
as a last resort, many reentering individuals turn
to homeless shelters.

SEEN AND SHELTERED: EFFECTIVE RE-
SPONSES TO NIMBYISM

Efforts to establish social service facilities to em-
power immigrants often encounter fierce local
resistance, popularly known as NIMBYism (Not In
My Back Yard). This report examines the opposi-
tion faced by two community organizations seek-
ing to establish facilities and services for immi-
grants—one involving the establishment of a
shelter mainly serving Asian women, and the
other involving efforts to establish an official hir-
ing site mostly serving Mexican and Central
American men. This comparison, along with a
review of the literature, data from archival
searches, focus groups, and surveys help to
identify factors contributing to effective responses
to NIMBYISM.

SHELTERS OF SARATOGA SEEKS TO EXPAND SERVICES

Shelters of Saratoga (SOS), lo-
cated in Saratoga Springs, NY has
applied to the Office of Temporary
Disability Assistance for a $2.7
million grant to expand its capacity
to serve the homeless and at-risk
homeless.

In addition to operating an 18-bed
homeless shelter for men and|
women, SOS operates a Home-
less Prevention and Rapid Re-
housing Program (which often ob-
viates evictions), a Home Repair
Program, a Home Safety Inspec-
tion Program, a Mobile Outreach Program to reach the chronically homeless in their own environment and
a Transitional Housing program. SOS also owns real estate in the City of Saratoga Springs and provides
affordable housing apartments.

The vision of the project is to unite two adjacent buildings SOS owns on Walworth Street in Saratoga
Springs and build a “Connector” Building which will in effect create a Human Services Complex (see art-
ist's rendering). The new structure will house at least eight totally self-contained coed efficiency apart-
ments, one of which is totally disability accessible. Length of stay will be up to eighteen months. Case
management, hands on assistance with job seeking skills and other support services will be available.

There are ancillary benefits: the current 18 bed coed shelter at 14 Walworth Street will house 18 men.
The present Transitional Living apartments at 20 Walworth Street will evolve into a womens’ shelter and
will house six women. This is crucial because SOS is the only shelter in Saratoga County and two adja-
cent counties and demand is high; all of SOS’s programs are at or over capacity. The new configuration
will increase the number of beds/living units from 18 to 31.

Shelters of Saratoga will celebrate its 20™ anniversary in 2011. SOS has just launched an annual fund
raising appeal and plans its first Annual Gala Anniversary Celebration for April 7, 2011 at Longfellow’s
Restaurant in Saratoga Springs. Participation space is limited so early registration is advisable.
