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According to a report released by the National Low Income Housing Coalition, New 
York is the sixth most expensive state in the nation for renters.  New Yorkôs statewide 
housing wage, or the hourly wage a family must earn to afford rent and utilities in the 
private housing market, has increased 57% since 2000 to $23.87.  The typical renter in 
New York State earns $22.37 per hour, $1.50 less than what is needed to afford a 
modest rental unit.  The housing wage for the combined nonmetro areas in New York 
is $14.54, which is a 53% increase since 2000.  Renters in nonmetro areas earn an 
average of $9.67 per hour, almost $5.00 less than the housing wage.  The national 

housing wage in 2010 is $18.44. 

 

Nearly half (47%) of all New York households are renters.  Working at the minimum 
wage, a New York family must have 3.3 full-time wage earners ð or one full-time 
earner working 132 hours per week ð to afford a modest two-bedroom apartment.  An 
estimated 59% of renters in New York do not earn enough to afford a two-bedroom 

unit at the Fair Market Rent. 

Clearly, more affordable housing is needed across the State. 

The report, Out of Reach 2010, provides the housing wage and other rental housing 
data for every state, metropolitan area, combined non metropolitan area, and county in 
the country.  The Coalition is available to help member organizations access and ana-
lyze data for individual counties and metropolitan areas.

Audit & Tax Time  
 

Did you know that the current IRS 990 require that each nonprofit dis-

closes the presence, absence and monitoring of various policies and pro-

cedures?  To be up-to-date, make sure that your agency has the following 

policies in place: 

Conflicts of Interest 

Expense Reimbursement 

Whistleblower 

Document Retention and Destruction 

 

Also make sure that you have documentation or procedures in place to 
address: 

Setting the salary for key employees (CEO, E.D.ôs, CFO, etc) 

Joint ventures with taxable organizations 

Documentation of Board meetings and actions 

 

It will also be necessary to have a Board audit committee and your Board 
of Directorôs will need to review your organizationôs 990 before it is filed 
with the IRS. 

 

What can happen if you donôt have the documentation, appropriate policy 

in place, or review conducted before you signed that 990 form and sent it 

back? 

The worst case scenario is loss of tax exempt status.  Less dire conse-

quences can include IRS audits; negative independent audit reports to 

your Board and government funders; negative publicity which can impact 

donations; negative publicity from charity rating agencies such as Guide-

Star and Charity Navigator; negative performance reviews and strained 

relations with your Board of Directors.  Potentially, the organization and its 

Board members can be held legally responsible for fraud and abuse by 

providing false information on federal and state filing forms.   

Some programs have submitted an amended 990 to make any necessary 

corrections.

In addition NEHDA provides housing counseling 

to educate qualified buyers about home buying and its many aspects, 

and provides class graduates up to $3,000 in down payment and closing 

cost assistance toward their home purchase..

IN THE KNOW 
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NYS FORECLOSURE PREVENTION  LAWS  

I N EFFECT 
 
Late last year Governor Patterson signed foreclosure 
prevention legislation with many provisions going into 
effect in February and April of 2010 (S.66007/A.4007).   
The new law: 
 

Requires the 90-day pre-foreclosure notice cur-

rently sent for subprime loans to be expanded to 
include all home loans. This measure allows addi-
tional time for many more homeowners to work with 
their lenders to find an affordable solution to pre-
vent unnecessary foreclosures. 

Requires those lenders who serve a 90-day notice 

on a homeowner to make a regulatory filing with 
the Banking Department within three days of that 
service with specified information. This regulatory 
filing will allow the Banking Department and the 
Division of Housing and Community Renewal 
(DHCR) to provide targeted assistance to dis-
tressed homeowners during the critical pre-
foreclosure timeframe and closely monitor foreclo-
sure statistics. 

Expands the scope of the early mandatory settle-

ment conference to include borrowers of all home 
loans and not just borrowers with subprime loans. 

Establishes protections for tenants in foreclosed 

properties by requiring that they receive written no-
tification of the change in ownership of the property 
and be permitted to remain in their home for the 
remainder of their lease term or 90 days, whichever 
is longer. 

Requires plaintiffs in a foreclosure action who ob-

tain a judgment of foreclosure and sale to maintain 
the foreclosed property. 

Requires that the courts notify a local housing 

counseling agency of a foreclosure action pending 
against individuals in their district so that the 
agency can provide the resident with information 
and resources.  

Enhances consumer protections to prevent home-

owners from falling prey to rescue scams, and pre-
vent brokers who perform distressed property con-
sulting services from accepting upfront fees.  ƴ 

 
 

 

HALT (H ALT ABUSEIVE  LENDING   

TRANSACTIONS )  
 

HALT is an inter-agency coalition working together to 
help homeowners who are having trouble paying their 
mortgages.

HUDôS TRANSFORMING  RENTAL ASSISTANCE  
The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has requested $350 million in the FY2011 
Budget for its Transforming Rental Assistance program (TRA).  TRA seeks to address the financial and physi-
cal sustainability of the nationôs rental housing by preserving approximately 300,000 units, improve mobility 
and housing choice options for tenants and increase administrative efficiencies throughout HUDôs rental assis-
tance programs.  The program would allow public housing authorities and some multi-family assisted units to 
voluntarily convert their current operating subsidy streams to a new Section 8 project-based rental assistance 
contract or, in certain cases, to project-based vouchers.  TRA would also provide for new resident mobility op-
tions by way of housing choice vouchers, which would enable tenants of converted units to move without los-
ing their subsidy. 

On March 31, HUD released a discussion draft that outlines the TRA proposal in greater detail and highlights 
the specifics that still need to be addressed.  HUD expects to submit a complete legislative proposal to Con-
gress by the end of April.

OBAMA ADMINISTRATION  EXPANDS FORECLOSURE PREVENTION  PROGRAM 
On March 26, 2010 the Obama administration announced plans to expand and strengthen the foreclosure pre-
vention initiative, ñMaking Home Affordableò.  Program updates to the Home Affordable Modification Program 
(HAMP) and the Federal Housing Administration (FHA) programs are specifically targeted to struggling home-
owners who have either lost their jobs or who currently owe more on their mortgages than their homes are 
worth.  For jobless homeowners, lenders will be required to lower monthly payments to below 31% of the bor-
rowerôs income for three to six months.  For homeowners who hold mortgages that exceed their home values 
by more than 15%, lenders will be encouraged to reduce the principal amount and eventually forgive the re-
duced amount after three years.  Principal reduction for struggling homeowners will remain voluntary.  The 
Obama administration projects that these updates will help up to 3 to 4 million struggling homeowners through 
the end of 2012.

NEW FORM MAKES LOAN SHOPPING EASIER 
The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has created the óStandard Good Faith Esti-
mate (GFE) form. The GFE form, which all mortgage loan originators must use in real estate transactions, al-
lows for one to compare the closing costs from lender to lender. The GFE form allows one to input the loan 
fees, terms and other details to calculate the mortgage cost.

SHORT SALE RULES IMPACT BUYERS

Federal Reserve Bank of New York recently reported that most upstate NY metropolitan areas have seen 

home price appreciation while the price across the nation was unstable.  However, the Capital Region has up-

state's highest foreclosure rate.  The report, entitled ñBypassing the Bustò, also notes that that upstate had 

much less trouble with sub-prime loans than the rest of the nation.  But the reserve bank also found that the 

delinquency and foreclosure rates among sub-prime, or non-prime loans, is higher in the Capital Region than 

elsewhere upstate.

NYCs Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) in an effort to help communities dealing 

with foreclosure is offering $50k to buy a foreclosed property and an additional $30k to rehabilitate the prop-

erty. HPD will use $20 million from the federal Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) money they re-

ceived for this effort.

NYC LAWYERS 

New York City is offering homeowners in foreclosure free legal aid to help them negotiate a fair deal from their 

banks.  The city plans to train 300 new volunteer lawyers through NYC Service Legal Outreach. One hundred 

lawyers will be stationed at courthouses to screen homeowners, while the other 200 will be matched with indi-

vidual homeowners and represent them through the foreclosure settlement process, according to a story in 

Crain's New York Business. 

 

The lawyers will represent homeowners during the mandatory "settlement conference" now required under 

New York City law, when the homeowner and the bank meet to negotiate alternatives to foreclosure.

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TAX NEWS FOR CONSUMERS WITH MORTGAGE DEBT FORGIVENESS FROM 2007-2012 

The Mortgage Forgiveness Debt Relief Act of 2007 generally allows taxpayers to exclude income from the dis-

charge of debt on their principal residence. Debt reduced through mortgage restructuring, as well as mortgage 

debt forgiven in connection with a foreclosure, qualify for this relief. 
 

This provision applies to debt forgiven in calendar years 2007 through 2012. Up to $2 million of forgiven debt 

is eligible for this exclusion ($1 million if married filing separately). The exclusion doesnôt apply if the discharge 

is due to services performed for the lender or any other reason not directly related to a decline in the homeôs 

value or the taxpayerôs financial condition.

THE EFFECTS OF FORECLOSURE ON CHILDREN AND SCHOOLS 

The National Neighborhood Indicators Partnership is currently completing a cross-site project to explore how 

the foreclosure crisis is affecting  school-aged children in New York City, Baltimore, and Washington, D.C.  

The project concludes in August 2010.  The Urban Institute issued a brief, ñThe Impacts of Foreclosures on 

Families and Communities,ò and described how disruptive moves can affect childrenôs well-being, behavior, 

and social development.  The projectôs first level of analysis will link property-level foreclosure data to public 

school student home addresses at the approximate time of foreclosure.  The second level of analysis will link 

these records to student records across time, and for the students who remain in the public school system, the 

analysis will demonstrate ho the destination neighborhoods and schools compare to their original homes and 

schools.  Additional analysis will be completed for New York City on critical measure of school performance for 

children in foreclosed families, such as attendance, test scores, and drop-out rates.
